With 30,663 member families signed on, Maryland Farm Bureau (MFB) exceeded its 
membership goal set by the American Farm Bureau Federation on Thursday, May 28, 
2009.  
 
The all-time high membership surpasses last year’s record of 30,620 member families. 
Membership drives will continue through the end of the fiscal year on June 30, 2009.
